Kingdom Select Soccer Club was established in 2006 to provide opportunities for all players who are serious about the sport and who want to participate at a more competitive level with travel soccer.  Benefits include consistency of coaching philosophy, professional administrative and coaching staff expertise, positive role models for youth players, and a professional approach to the development of the youth soccer player.  
Coaching
Kingdom Select Head Coaches will be parent coaches who will receive support and instruction from the Kingdom Professional coaching staff.  A curriculum designed for the technical skill development will be given to each coach during the season.  Weekly on field training sessions will be implemented by the Head Coach with guidance from the Professional Coach.  Kingdom Select coaches must have a USSF “E” license.  There is a one year exemption allowed for coaches to obtain their coaching license.  Each team may have one head coach, one assistant coach, and one manger.  All staff must have a WMYSA pass card to be on the sidelines.  All coaches and mangers must have a risk management card through MSYSA.  ID # must be provided to WMYSA for registration.   All coaches are expected to abide by the rules and regulations outlined in the Select Coaches Contract.
Tryouts

Kingdom Select tryouts are held the week of June 20th at River Oaks Park in Galesburg, MI.  Specific dates and times for each age group are posted online on the Kingdom website.  All players will know if they have earned a spot on a team within 10 days of the last tryout date.   All players must pre-register on the Kingdom website for tryouts.  
*All players must bring a completed WMYSA player registration form and a copy of their birth certificate to tryouts. Upon being select to the team, players must email a 1”x1” picture of themselves to the coach or manager in JPEG format.
After being selected for the team, players must go online to: http://www.kicsports.net/youth-clubs/select and pay in full to secure your spot on the team. The registration and payment binds you to that team for the entire calendar year. There are no player releases from a Kingdom team without approval from the Kingdom club administrator.

Age

Age is defined by the player’s age on August 1st.  E.G. a player who will still be under 10 years of age on July 31st  may play on a U10 team during the fall and the following spring season.  

Kingdom Select Fees
Kingdom Select club fees are $298 for the year (U9 – U14 age group).  Club fees are due at the team meeting or by July 1st, whichever comes first.  One season team (U15 and above) or new players in spring are $199 for the club fee.
Kingdom Select Practices
All teams will practice twice a week.  A Kingdom professional staff coach will assist Head coaches during one practice weekly for one hour.   Each team will get six (6) training sessions with a Kingdom professional coach per season.  This date and time of training will be coordinated through the Kingdom office with communication with the Head Coach.  The training site for this once a week session will be either at Kingdom Indoor Center or Ramona Park.  The second practice date and time will be established by the Head Coach.  
Uniforms

Kingdom Select Uniforms are Nike uniforms and are ordered online through Team Gazelle.  Uniform orders are due no later than July 10th to allow adequate time for ordering and embellishment of the items.  The Kingdom Select kit consists of two jerseys, one red, one black, one black short, and two pairs of socks, one red, one black.  Optional items available are backpacks, sweat jackets and pants.  A sizing kit for all items will be at KIC the week after tryouts for one week to allow for players to determine the correct size.  http://www.gazellesports.com/info/54-soccer%20club%20catalog%20codes.html   
· Uniform numbering – Kingdom Select numbering is as follows:  00, 0, or 1 for goalkeepers only: 2-22 for field players.  
· Logo – The Kingdom logo is trademarked and only authorized and approved print shops have permission to create Kingdom merchandise.  Kingdom Select teams may not reproduce the Kingdom logo without permission.  
Playing Time
Kingdom Select players are guaranteed playing time of 50% of each game.  Timing and positions will be determined by the Head Coach on game day based upon the player’s performance at practice and while competing.  

Dual Roster Players 
Players may roster on two different age group teams within the Kingdom organization if needed to complete a roster.  The cost for registering on the second team is $50.  Both coaches must sign off on the form along with the WMYSA registrar.  The parent must write 2 checks, $25 to WMYSA and $25 to KIC for the additional cost of registering on the second team.  Both checks must accompany the forms when dropped off at KIC.  WMYSA will mail the dual roster form MSYSA dual registration form to MSYSA.  The player must fill out an additional WMYSA form with a picture for the second team.  
Game Schedule
Kingdom Select teams participate in the WMYSA league. (West Michigan Youth Soccer Association)

Each team will have 8 games per season, 4 home and 4 away.  The home game field for Kingdom Select is River Oaks Park in Galesburg.  Teams may request blackout dates prior to the season and before scheduling begins.  Check the WMYSA calendar for submittal dates.  
Tournaments

Kingdom Select teams are mandated to participate in the two (2) Kingdom Tournaments: 
Kingdom Cup on Labor Day weekend and the Kalamazoo Crusader Cup in April.   The cost of these tournaments is not included in the club fees.
Indoor 
Kingdom Select teams will play indoor soccer at KIC at least two sessions during the winter months.  KIC offers the highest quality facility and great competition for the travel player.  Kingdom Select teams are required to play in the winter months to stay competitive for the spring season.  
Scholarships
There are a limited number of scholarships available each year for players that are offered a spot on a Kingdom Select team.  The scholarship application requires submission by the parent or legal guardian and a copy of the first 2 pages of their previous year’s federal tax return.  Scholarships are awarded by July 10th and are good for one calendar year. Fill out and mail to KIC, 8151 Merchant Place, Portage, MI  49002.
Injuries
Competitive soccer is a very physically demanding sport and injuries can occur.  In the event of an injury where a player is unable to participate in games or practices for an extended period of time, the player is encouraged to remain part of the team by attending as many games, practices as possible.  There are no refunds of club fees or uniform fees in the event of an injury.

The home team coach / manager are responsible for calling the opposing coach and head referee to confirm game time and field location.  The home team must have the field ready to play at least 30 minutes prior to game time.  River Oaks requires any 6 v 6 and 8 v 8 fields to be set up by the home team, which includes putting corner flags out and putting up the nets.  Flags and nets must be taken down after each game.  

Teams shall take opposite sidelines for their benches.  Spectators must take the same sidelines as their respective team.  
At least 10 minutes before game time, the home team must present to the referee:  

· A completed WMYSA Team Lineup and Official Referee Report Form

· Player and Coach pass cards

· Current Official Stamped Team Roster

· Stamped, addressed envelope provided by WMYSA for mailing the game results to the statistician

· Referee payment 

After the game: Both coaches must sign the Team Lineup and Official Referee Report.  The head referee will mail this form into the statistician.  

Player Cards
WMYSA issues player cards for every player.  They are to be signed by the player and laminated before the season. Only the 3 inch by 2 inch portion with the picture and signature needs to be laminated.  This is done be each team.  The referee will check the player cards before each game.  Any player that does not have a current WMYSA player card may not play.  

Referees
The referee and assistant referees must be paid by the home team before the start of the game.  Each Kingdom Select team will receive a check for the full season referee fees prior to the start of the season.  Any outstanding team charges will be taken out of this check (add/drop player fees, game change fees).

Uniforms 
All players must be in full uniform with shin guards.  Home uniform is red jersey with red socks.  Away uniform is black jersey with black socks.  Black shorts are worn with both kits. Socks must cover the shin guards.  Jerseys must be tucked into shorts.  If there is a conflict in color with opposing team, the home team must change jerseys.  Goalkeepers must wear a color that is distinguishable from other players and referees.  No jewelry is allowed.  No mixing sock colors – one red, one black per Kingdom policy.
Injuries
Injuries requiring medical care should be reported to the WMYSA administrator within 72 hours of the injury.  MSYSA insurance will cover expenditures not covered by policies of individual players.  Claim information and forms are available at the MSYSA website www.msysa.net .  Forms must be filed with the MSYSA office within 90 days of the injury.  
Schedules, Cancellations, and Forfeits
WMYSA arranges the eight game schedules in fall and spring.  Coaches must provide blackout dates when team commitments are due.  Coaches will have a brief window to review the preliminary schedules and make changes by contacting the opposing coach to set a mutually agreeable date. Once schedules are finalized and referees are assigned, games can only be changed using the game change form.  There is a fee of $25 charged to change a game that must be paid with form submission. 
Forfeit- a fine of $250 shall be assessed by WMYSA and paid by the team in an event of a forfeit or if a game is rescheduled without permission. 
Weather
When lightning is observed or thunder is heard by the referee, the game will be suspended and the field cleared of players until 30 minutes after the last thunder or lightning is noted.  If the game is terminated because of weather and one half of the game has been completed, the game will be considered complete and the score recorded.  If the game is terminated in the first half, it will be rescheduled.  The home team must notify the WMYSA administrator and the referee coordinator of the new date.  

Standings
A point system is used to determine the standing of a team in each division.  Wins = 3 points, tie = 1 point, loss = 0 points.  In addition, any team that forfeits a game will have one point deducted.

Youth Rules for U9 – U12 Games
Direct and indirect kicks – opponents are at least 8 yards from the ball until it is in play.  The ball must be stationary when the kick is taken and the kicker can not touch the ball a second time until it has touched another player.  If a direct kick is kicked into the opponent’s goal, a goal is awarded.  If a free kick is kicked directly into the team’s own goal a corner kick is awarded to the opposing team.  

Penalty kicks for U9 / U10 are taken 8 yards from the goal.  Penalty kicks for U11 / U12 are taken 10 yards from the goal.

Offside – there is no offside for U9 / U10 age group.  U11 / U12 age group follows the FIFA law of offside.  

Substitutions are allowed at any game stoppage and are unlimited. 

Punting / drop kicks are allowed by the goalkeeper.  However, an indirect kick is awarded to the opposing team at the center spot on the halfway line if a goalkeeper punts or drop kicks the ball in the ir all the way from one penalty area into the opponents penalty area.  Throwing the ball into the opponent’s penalty area by the goalkeeper is permitted. 
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
